From Confederation until 1969, there were many churc
-run residential schools in Canada providing education
to Aboriginal children. The goals of these schools were
assimilation and Christianization. Rapid changes were
coming as Europeans spread throughout North America
and many Aboriginal parents believed that by sending
their children to residential schools they could help pre-
pare them for the future. Often the choice was not theirs
to make as their children were forcibly removed to the
schools.

While at the residential schools, the students were

forbidden to speak their language, were given foods that

were strange to them and had to wear uniforms very
different from their traditional clothing. When they re-
turned to their families, the children were often shunned
and treated as outsiders. Struggling for words in their
native tongue, they became a source of ridicule in their
communities.

In recent years, survivors of the residential school
system have begun to tell stories of cultural, physical,
psychological and in some cases, sexual abuse. In 1986
the General Council of the United Church of Canada
delivered an apology to the Native Congregations and in
1998, the Moderator of the United Church offered an

apology. The United Church has worked with other de-
nominations and survivor groups to promote a national
truth-telling and healing process. On June 1, 2009, the
Truth and Reconciliation Commission was formed.
Some of the survivors of the residential schools have
found healing in relating their stories.

fatty legs(2010) and the sequel,stranger at home
(2011) are the personal story of Olemaun Pokiak who,
as a young Inuit girl, spent more than two years at a
Catholic residential school in Aklavik, NWT. A clever
girl, Olemaun loved books and wanted more than any-
thing to learn to read English. She persuaded her reluc-
tant parents to let her go to the schoofaltty legsit is
difficult to read her account of having her braids cut off,
being forced to work at many menial tasks, and being
introduced to a God more threatening than loving. The
homesickness was the worst thing she had to bear. In
the sequel, Olemaun, now given the Christian name of
Margaret, returns to her family asstranger at home
A strong and determined girl, Margaret fights hard to
reclaim her place in her community.

These books are written for younger readers but |
feel that the voice of Olemaun Pokiak speaks to every-
one.

Memorial Gardens: A Brief History

Many of us will remember the two small rental houses

that were located at the north end of the church property

along Front Road. Once these houses had ended their
functional life and were dismantled there was a large
area that needed to be landscaped.

The late Royce Graham helped to form a
Landscaping Committee in early 2007. Church Council
gave the Landscaping Committee the mandate to use
rocks and materials to create gardens to unify all of the
green spaces on the church property. The main focus
was to be the area previously occupied by the afore
mentioned houses. Gardens were to be created and
maintained with economic support from the Memorial

Fund. A separate Memorial Garden Fund was created $o

that donations could be made in memory of family and
friends.

In 2008, Jim Jackson, and his son, Mike, who are
quarry owners near Inverary, helped the project start its
physical development by donating and placing large
rocks at the north end of the property. The following
spring they returned and placed large limestone rocks to
form retaining walls for two large sloping garden beds.

Although the Memorial Gardens have been
designed to be low maintenance, there is still a need for
ongoing upkeep. Pruning and weeding is a requirement
of all gardens. Mulching is an annual necessity for weed
control and to retain moisture and nourish the soil.
These efforts require ongoing financial support
